dates and to complete a Livestock Nomination Certificate to 
designate their project animals.  4-H Leaders and FFA advisors 
will be asked to sign the completed certificates after the tagging 
to complete the nomination process. In the months leading up to 

the County Fair, exhibitors will be asked to complete an entry 
form confirming show intentions and identifying the number of 

livestock pens needed.
